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Income

General information:

There are substantial differences between Western and Eastern
Germany. In the Eastern part workers are paid a third less on
average! There is no statutory minimum wage in Germany!!

The relevance of ,collective wage agreements” decreases more and
more. Most wages have to be negotiated directly with the

employer! Therefore applicants are often called on by the
employers to tell their idea about the income they would like to
have.

If so, it's better not to give a concrete number. It's better to write
down the desired income ,from“ .... ,to" —e.g.: ,The wage should be
between 28,000 and 32,000 € a year.*”

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Social Security - The E-Forms

Some useful advice:
Obtain the E-Forms from your own social security authorities before you go!
E-Forms are EU-/EWR-wide standardised and available in your own language

They make sure you receive your social benefit in the other EU-/EWR countries
E 100 series -> claims to health and maternity benefits
E 200 series -> calculation of payment and pension

E 300 series -> unemployment benefit

E 301-> if you lose your job abroad - former claims count in EU/EWR countries
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Living in Germany - Accommodation

Over fifty percent rent an apartment in Germany
Rents are high in Munich, Dusseldorf, Hamburg, Southern Germany
Much lower prices in smaller towns, countryside , eastern part incl. Berlin
If you stay for a limited period of time, flat sharing is a good alternative
House prices/ apartments increase from north/east towards south

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Applying for a Position aplicacao

Basic-Rules:

1. Application materials should be short and precise
2. Documents should indicate a differentiated picture of the applicant

3. Letter of application should be unique to the employer and the
position

4. No mistakes should appear in the application (grammer/spelling)
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Applying for a Position aplicacao

In a DIN A 4 folder (usually plastic) you should se nd the following:

Cover letter (typed)
CV/Resume (tabular in reverse chronological order)
(Passport-Photo (nice and serious looking picture))

Copies of School, University diplomas and any professional training

a bk~ WD PRE

Copies of testimonials and letters of references
(Only mentioning names is not enough!)
